Math Booklet Project!

Each of you has received a folded sheet of paper. 

It is best to use colored pencils or crayons for this booklet.  Markers may go through the pages.  
You must decorate the cover page.  You can write Math Booklet, draw pictures, write numbers… be creative!  Make sure your name and # is on the cover of your booklet.

Each page should have: 

** a word problem 
** solve the problem (and show work!).  Make sure your answer is in a complete sentence. 
** a drawing of the word problem 

Each booklet needs to have:

**  a multiplication, addition, subtraction, or division problem – BUT you can only have one operation ONCE  (you will use 3 out of the 4 operations).
**  each word problem needs to have at least a 4-digit number (or more). 
Example word problem:   Ahmed went to the store and bought 6,234 pencils.  Surprisingly, Zain bought 5 times as much.  How many pencils did Zain buy?
